Spiritual Director’s Notes  

In physical therapy the other day I was reading a magazine article about hanging clothes out to dry.  It, of course, had something to do with being green, saving energy and all that.  But what really hit me was that in some housing developments there are covenants against hanging clothes out to dry; something to do with ascetics and there were vocal groups clamoring to have these laws changed.  Being from the generation that grew up without clothes dryers, I find this ironic.  I remember having frozen clothes hanging on the line or a basement full of clothes.  I’m glad that in beautiful downtown Sedley, I can hang my clothes out without fighting for a law to do so.

By now you are probably wondering how I am going to turn this into a meditation for the Emmaus community – and so am I!!!

We sometimes use the term ‘be careful about what wash you hang out to dry’, meaning be careful about what people know about you.  How many times have you driven by a house with wash on the line and tried to guess how many lived in the house or what line of work they were in?  The wash tells a story about the people living there.

So the question becomes is there a part of your story that you want to keep hidden?  Is there a weakness or failure that you have hidden so deep down that you do not come to grips with it?  is there an anger you are holding onto that is festering and impacts your relationship with your neighbor as well as your God?   Do you hold on to things that create stress and/or distress in your life? 

These are the things you need to confess, to hang out on the line; the prayer line between you and God.  God’s love is unconditional; Jesus died for the forgiveness of our sin.  

Think of the hymn “Take It To the Lord In Prayer”, or, “O, How He Loves You and Me” or the scriptures that tell us to lay our burdens at the feet of God.  God doesn’t mind our dirty laundry; it was washed clean by the blood of Christ.

Our brothers and sisters in Peninsula Rainbow love us unconditionally.  It is in the community that we can be vulnerable and confess and be loved.  By not coming to gatherings you may miss the opportunity to confess or have someone confess to you.  Become an active part of the community.  Hang your wash on the line and be loved and love.
