The answer to that
question changed early this year. In March the new clergy criteria was sent out through the Upper Room
office to all communities across our country. There is no longer a certification program for people who don't
meet certain educational requirements. The requirements were changed for anyone serving as a Weekend
Spiritual Director or an Assistant. Now anyone serving as a WSD is to attend the 3-3 1/2 hour Clergy Train-
ing in order to meet the requirements. That's for clergy at ALL levels of education and experience. | realize
that this is setting the bar high, but the hope is that all clergy leading communities and weekends will have
an understanding of the theology of grace and sacramental ministry upon which this movement is

based, knowledge and background of the flow of the Walk or Flight, and an overview of the requirements
and roles of clergy serving in all roles in Emmaus and Chrysalis.
